LAST TIME OUT

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Amanda Johnson enters her fifth full season after offi-
cially being named the program'’s ninth head basketball
coach in April, 2016 following a successful stint as interim
head coach in the second half of the 2015-16 season.

She averaged 16.8 points and 8.6 rebounds while shooting 52.4% from the floor and finished

She had a 30-point, 20-rebound performance in the 2006-07 region title game. Her 726 career
rebounds rank second in Concordia’s Division Il-era (1999-present), just 156 shy of the school re-
cord. She also scored 1,426 career points in 94 games, adding 112 steals and 81 blocked shots.
